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Prayer for the Vast Deeds of Padma Osal
Tamcho Jikme Dorje
(Lama Kan Tsao's Rebirth)

Samantabhadra, creator who sends and gathers all the Victors,
Padmasambhava, universal monarch of all the bodhisattvas,
root lama, propagator of the Victor's doctrine,
to you I pray: Bestow the supreme and common attainments.

Jamyang Ngawang Tamché Sangpo, who aroused the thought
to spread the holy Dharma of sutra and tantra,
may your rebirth, Padma Osal Tamcho Jikme Dorje,
upholder of the Nyingma Dharma, live long.

Lama who spreads the Great Perfection, highest pinnacle of the
doctrines of sutra and tantra,
strengthened by the paths of Cutting Through and Crossing Over,
excellent doctrine of the King of the Victors, Padmavajra,
may your deeds be vast.

Lama who guides to radiant Samantabhadra's state
the wretched beings wandering the wayward paths of
conceptualizations
in the midst of the fearful thicket of beginningless existence,
may your deeds be vast.

Lama who spreads the supreme doctrine of the Lotus Born Victor,
who all the Victors proclaim in one voice to be the creator who sends
and gathers
the youthful vase body, which perfects the basis of Samsara and
Nirvana,
may your deeds be vast.



The basic nature is the unfabricated, primordial nature;
proceeding on the path causes the five poisons to become the actual
wisdoms;
the basic ground of the result is the exhaustion of phenomena beyond
concepts:

Vidyadhara lama, may your deeds be vast.

The learned behold directly the reality of the nine vehicles,
the reverend take to heart the three vows without transgression,
the pious lead all beings to the state of Samantabhadra:
May the deeds of the reverend lama be vast.

Intelligence of teaching, Garap Dorje himself,
reasoning of debate, competes with Dharmakirti,
elegant sayings of composition, Longchenpa Trime-oser:
May the deeds of the lama who is like this be vast,

Hearing eliminates the doubts regarding all that is to be known,
reflection distinguishes the reality of the profound secret teachings,
meditation perfects the subtle and broad points in the development

and perfection stages:
May the deeds of the lama, Protector of Beings, be vast.

Through wisdom, knowing all the spheres of sutra and tantra,
through loving-kindness, loving all beings as one's own child,
through power, able to utterly destroy the four demons:
May the deeds of supreme incarnation lama be vast.

From the pure realm of Samantabhadra, free of conceptual
proliferation,
continuously come the emanation bodies who accomplish their deeds,
teaching the self-aware, all pervading, clear light, nature of things:
May the deeds of such a lama be vast.



Having power over Samsara and Nirvana is the primordially pure,
Dharmabody realm;
So long as all beings together are not therein liberated,
May the form body with the major and minor marks of enlightenment
clearly completed
Dwell stably in the all pervasive adamantine nature.

Universal emperor of the nine vehicles, supreme incarnation of the
lama,
protector who leads beings, controlling the eight worldly Dharmas,
endowed with seven aspects of the Enjoyment Body, essence of a
’ long life deity,
may you dwell turning the Wheel of Dharma in the six times.

The blessings of the long life deities such as the Protector Amitayus,
White and Green Tara, and Ushnishavijaya,
having been made profoundly manifest in your three mysteries,
Protector,
may you be eternally stable as the protector of an ocean of disciples.
